He will carry the name of 'the knower of the three times' or 'the holder of all the Buddhas' activity: Karmapa.
'Whoever sees his face, be it only once, will be freed from their obscuring veils, as it is prophesied that simply seeing him brings liberation.

In the 1406-1408 Emperor YongLe gave this Title to the Fifth Karmapa:

“万行具足十方最胜圆觉妙智慧善普应佑国演教如来大宝法王西天大善自在佛”

"Reams of Virtue, Most Precious in all Ten Directions, Enlightened Gem         of the most victorious profound Wisdom, Accomplished Intellectual,                  Universal compassionate Protector, Guardian of the Country, Disseminator of the Dharma, Tathāgata, Great Precious Dharma King,                                   Western Pure Land Great Liberator-Buddha.

In the 1406-1408 Emperor YongLe - One day, during a ceremony the Emperor saw the invisible celestial vajra crown hovering above Karaka’s head. He asked Karmapa what this was and Karmapa explained it. The sacred Black Crown is also believed to be woven by the hair of 100,000 dakinis. The Emperor felt it was very important for everyone to see it because it represents his Buddha activity; reasoning that he was able to see it only because of his own spiritual attainments, he decided to have a physical replica made that could be seen by everyone. The Emperor believed that seeing this reflection of the transcendental aspect of the Karmapa would be of benefit to all who saw it. When the physical replica was made, he gave it to Deshin Shegpa, and implored him to wear it on special occasions. Thus came to be the sacred Black Crown Ceremony of the Karmapas. Since then many great masters have seen the double crown when His Holiness is wearing the Crown.
